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<YOUR LIBRARY> has special icons that display in PubMed. These icons will let you know if <YOUR LIBRARY> has electronic full text for the article, or if the article is available in print in the library.

To see <YOUR LIBRARY>’s icons:

On Campus
· Enter PubMed through the link on <YOUR LIBRARY>’s website.
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Off Campus

· Provide instructions for off-campus access here.
To access full text:

· Search PubMed as usual. 

· Select ‘Abstract’ or ‘Citation’ from the Display dropdown menu.
· Click on the <YOUR LIBRARY> filter tab (for libraries that use myncbishare)
· If <YOUR LIBRARY> has electronic full text for the article or if the article is available in print in the library, you will see one of these icons:
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· Click the icon to view the full text or to see if the library has the article in print.
To see other electronic resources related to a citation, click on “Links” to the right of the citation and select ‘LinkOut’.
